Homework Pass

· 25 points

· Use the pass on work that you understand not that you need to practice

· Can not use on review assignments, projects or quizzes
· No Rain Checks on review assignments or projects

· Staple to a paper with the correct heading and all the information about the assignment

· Review the information with the class and write the correct answers or work down on the paper in a correction pen 

· PowerSchool will show EX; Excused; Homework pass

Changing Classes (Transitions)

· Bring all supplies

· If you do not have your assignment with you it is late.

· Use your homework folder exclusively for homework so it is always with you in your binder

· When you enter the door, get ready for class.

· No talking

· Big 3 or 4 out

· Unzip binder one time

· Put your binder under the desk

· Textbook open to lesson

· Homework out

· Review notes; look over homework, preview the next lesson as time allows.

During Instruction

· Actively participate 

· Ask questions appropriate to learning

· Be part of the discussion

· Listen attentively

· Stay on topic in group activities

· Move to a round table if you are being distracted from another or can not see

Paper Collecting

· Be prepared to come to teacher’s desk when your color group is called or before

· Show score in class number order

· Do NOT talk while you are in line or while you are waiting at your desk

· Show the teacher your score

· Put the paper in your mail slot or in the mail basket 

· Keep papers in the basket all going the same direction

· If instructed by the teacher, keep your paper if you are correcting errors to improve your score (below 80%)
Correcting Papers

· Only need to correct what is missed

· Corrections due the next day

· Use a separate piece of paper titled “Corrections; Lesson and Page number
· Staple the correction page on top of the original page

· PowerSchool will show; correct to corrected if you do correct your paper to improve your score

· Ask teacher for help if you try to make corrections with help of notes, textbook, and parents and still do not understand

Late Assignments

· Sign in the Study Hall book

· Get a missing/late assignment record sheet to complete (turn this in when the rest of the class turns in their papers)

· Sit at the round table, listen and be part of the discussion 

· The next day the assignment must be turned in to the correct classroom before 3:00 pm.  Attach a late slip filled out completely 
· The teacher will mark off in the late book if the work is turned in the next day

· If the work is not turned in the next day you should take the opportunity to go to Friday Study Hall to complete the work for 50% of the grade you earn

· Make sure to turn the work in to your teacher after Study Hall
