Detention Policy

A student who does not meet behavior requirements, as outlined in the parent handbook, will be assigned to after school Thursday detention. These behaviors are as follows:

a. Display an attitude of love and concern for others

b. Show respect for those in authority

c. Follow directions obediently and respectfully

d. Use language that becomes a Christian who respects others

e. Display playground courtesy at all times

f. Tell the truth 
g. Maintain acceptable classroom behaviors

h. Show reverence during prayer

i. Refrain from chewing gum on school property

j. Refrain from public displays of affection
Detention will be held on Thursdays after school and monitored by a teacher. Students will be in the assigned classroom by 3:15 and remain until 4:00. Students who earn a detention through Tuesday will go to detention on the immediate Thursday. Students who earn a detention on Wednesday or after will attend the detention the following week. 
Parents will need to make adjustments to after school schedules to facilitate their child’s detention.

Detention will not be assigned for late work or uniform violations.
Detention is a reflection time to consider appropriate alternative behaviors.
If a student displays a behavior to warrant detention, the student will take home a Detention Slip to inform the parents. This slip requires a parent signature. If this slip is not returned the following day, the student will receive another detention. If a student does not complete an assigned detention, he/she will earn another detention.

A student who does not meet behavior requirements may meet with the principal, teacher, and parents to determine a Plan of Action.  A student who receives three detentions in an academic year will meet for a Plan of Action.
