St. Joseph Middle School
  Homework Policy
The Middle School teachers of St. Joseph Catholic School will follow the same homework policy.  The policy is as follows:

· All homework is due on the assigned day.  For full credit, homework must be turned in when the teacher asks for it.  If a student does not have it with him/her, it is late.  If a student turns it in later that same day, it is still considered late.

· The student has ONE day to turn in late work to the appropriate teacher in order to earn a 20% reduced score of the earned grade.    The school day ends at 3:00 PM (2:10 on Wednesdays, 12:00 on half days). 
· If the assignment has not been turned in by the end of the next school day, the student may attend a Friday study hall (12:15-12:50).  The student then has this final opportunity to complete as much of the late work as possible in the time frame while eating lunch in the classroom monitored by a teacher.  Only the late work completed during this time will be accepted for 50% of the earned grade. Consistently late assignments indicate that some plan of action is required.
· If a student is absent, time is given to make up missed work.  A student will be given the amount of days absent  + one day to turn in missed assignments.   Weekend days are included in the count.  For example, a student is sick for two days.  That child will have 2 days + 1 bonus day = 3 days to complete all missed work.  
· Any homework, test, or project that the student knew about before the absence is due at the teacher’s discretion on the student’s return.
· The student should confirm the due date with the separate teachers assigning homework.
· Communication with teachers is important to successfully complete absent work. 
· Sign and return the portion below on Friday, August 30, as a homework assignment.
