Choosing a patron saint
What is a patron saint?

“Patron means special guardian, protector, or supporter. A patron saint is someone who has succeeded in serving Jesus and has been given a place in heaven.  Following his or her example can help us achieve the same goal . . . heaven.  Choosing a patron saint is a long-standing tradition for Catholics and is a great way to get to know the saints better.  You can ask your patron saint, your friend in heaven, to help and intercede on your behalf.
During the Sacrament of Confirmation, Catholics are asked to take the name of a saint.  This activity could help you prepare for the name you will select for confirmation or you may choose a different saint at that tine.

Who is my patron saint?

Try these ideas

· Pray to the Holy Spirit, asking for guidance during your research to choose a patron saint.
· Your name.  Ask your parents if they chose a saint’s name for your first or middle name for a special reason.  You could study the histories even if you were not consciously named in the saint’s honor.
· Feast Day.  Another popular way of choosing a patron saint is by recognizing that you were born on a saint’s feast day.

· Special interest.  Sometimes we develop a fondness for a saint who has similar interests, possible job, or situation in life as we do.  Research who is the patron saint for your interest.

1. Make a jigsaw puzzle with a picture of a scene in the life of your saint.  Include a note card describing the event or scene on the puzzle.
